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Mobile Home Parks (MHP) are a vital component 
in ensuring housing remains affordable and 
accessible in Fort Collins. That’s why the City’s 
Neighborhood Services Staff is working with 
Mobile Home Park residents and nonprofit 
community partners to ensure residents of MHP 
know their rights and responsibilities, and what 
resources and supports are available and where 
to access them. 

No part of this handbook should be considered 
legal advice. The rules, policies, regulations, and 
legislation described in the handbook are current 
as of July 2024 and readers should visit 
fcgov.com/mobile-home-park-communities  
for the latest information. 

This handbook was created by the City of Fort 
Collins Mobile Home Parks (MHP) Resident Rights 
Team with the intention of assisting current and 
prospective residents navigate MHP challenges, 
opportunities, legalities, and community resources. 
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If you live in a mobile home park now, 
or are thinking about moving into 
one, my neighbors and I want to make 
sure you know what to expect... 

Welcome to our neighborhood! 
We’re a vibrant community from 
all sorts of backgrounds. 
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...and what questions you should 
ask before you move in so you 
know your rights as a resident. 
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This is Gabe. He’s lived here for several 
years and is going to show you around our 
neighborhood and make sure you have all 
the information you need before you make 
the move into a mobile home park. 
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What is a Mobile Home Park?
A Mobile Home Park (MHP) is a neighborhood 
specifically for mobile or manufactured homes. 
Mobile Home Park residents may own or rent 
their home, but the land underneath is rented 
from a community landowner. What MHP 
owners provide for residents as part of their 
leases varies from one neighborhood to the 
next, but generally all MHP’s provide utility 
connections, the concrete pad that is under 
homes instead of a permanent foundation, 
and maintenance of common areas, roads, and 
amenities. 

Advantages
•	 Affordability 

•	 Privacy and a single-family housing lifestyle

•	 Private or semi-private outdoor areas and 
gardens

•	 Access to community amenities, if available 
(pools, playgrounds, community centers, etc.)

Risks
•	 Frequent and unpredictable lot rent

•	 Housing instability and fear of potential 
community closure and displacement

•	 Difficulty and cost of moving homes

•	 Power dynamics with owners/operators and 
limited tenant protections
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A new family is moving in today in the lot 
next door to me and they’re bringing 
their own home with them. 

Whether you bring your own home like 
my new neighbors, or rent one from the 
property manager, there’s a list of 
questions you should ask to make sure 
you don’t face problems down the road. 
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Mobile Home Park Inspection Checklist
If you’re renting a mobile home from a park, 
there are some things you’ll want to check 
during your walk through of the home before 
you sign a lease agreement. 

1.  Ask for latest Rental Inspection Report. 

2. Check points of entry. 

Make sure the windows, doors, and other points 
of entry to ensure they are in working order – no 
cracks, easily opens and closes and locks hold. 

3. Check concrete pad under the home, lot, 
and unit exterior

Make sure your lot is graded properly, clear 
of any unwanted vegetation, and there are no 
signs of erosion. Make sure the skirting on the 
unit is in good condition, and there are no signs 
of rust or damage on the outside of the home. 

4. Inspect utilities.

Look for signs of leaks – pooled water near 
faucets, showers and toilets, or water stains. 

If you’re moving your own mobile home to a 
park, there are some additional things you will 
want to make sure of before you sign a lease 
agreement. 

The City of Fort Collins requires any mobile 
home installed in the city to receive an 
Installation Permit. You can find more 
information on requesting a permit at fcgov. 
com/building/FastTrackPermits. 

Ensure the lot’s utility connections are in good 
working and ask for an inspection report. 

5. Inspect anchoring.

Every Mobile Home is required to have 
an anchoring system. Anchoring is the 
responsibility of the homeowner unless 
otherwise specified in your lease agreement.

6. Check the infrastructure. 
Check the MHP’s roads, sidewalks and other 
infrastructure to ensure it is properly maintained 
and is not in need of extensive repairs.

We pay our lot rent and water bill directly 
to our landlord. If you fall behind on 
your rent, you canface eviction. When I had 
problems keeping up with my rent and bills 
recently, I was able to get help catching 
back up from several assistance programs 
the City of Fort Collins connected me to.

Billing for Utilities 
Residents of MHP can be charged one of two 
ways for their water and sewer services by their 
property managers: 

•	 Water and sewer are included in the monthly 
lot rent as an amenity. There are currently no 
regulations regarding transparency for how 
this amount is tabulated. 

OR

•	 Water is billed separately for each resident 
either through submetering water for each 
home separately by the MHP or through 
rebilling a portion the entire park’s water 
charges to each home.

For MHP’s who do not submeter each home, 
but rebill separately for water, each month, 
property managers must provide water 
billing information for the entire mobile home 
park’s monthly water bill, amount owed to 
the utility provider, and amount paid by park 
management. Property managers must also 
provide the formula used to calculate the 
amount each mobile home resident owes for 
water. No additional administrative fees for 
water utility billing are allowed. 

Residents pay for their unit’s electricity directly 
to their utility provider. 

What can I do if I think I’ve been 
incorrectly billed for my utilities?  
For questions about electric utilities where 
you are the direct utility customer and believe 
you’ve been billed incorrectly, contact the 
customer service of your provider. 

The Fort Collins Utilities Customer Service line  
is (970) 212-2900.  

For questions about water utility billing, 
please contact your park manager. If you need 
additional assistance, or if this does not resolve 
the issue, you can submit an Access Fort Collins 
inquiry online at fcgov.com/accessfortcollins to 
the Mobile Home Park team.

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2. Driveway and sidewalk cracks 

1. Snow removal 

Park management is responsible for keeping 
the roads and sidewalks in our neighborhood 
safe and maintaining utility connections. 

When it snows, our road gets a 
pothole or a tree branch starts to 
become a hazard, our landlords are 
the ones who have to take care of it. 
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Maintenance: Whose responsibility is it? 
In most cases, the owner of the park is 
responsible for maintenance and upkeep of 
common areas in the park. Maintenance of 
individual lots is the responsibility of residents. 

The owners of a Mobile Home Park are required 
to maintain the park in a clean, orderly, safe, 
and sanitary condition at all times. This includes 
utility service connections and common areas. 

1. Snow removal 
Snow removal from the streets within the 
mobile home park is the responsibility of the 
park owner, not the City of Fort Collins because 
the streets in a MHP are private streets and not 
publicly owned. Some mobile home parks clear 
snow from sidewalks and driveways and some 
require residents to clear snow from sidewalks 
and/or driveways. Your lease should clearly 
state who is responsible for clearing snow from 
individual lots.   

2. Potholes, lot grading, cracks in driveways or 
sidewalks  
MHPs must keep all sidewalks, walkways, 
stairs, driveways, parking spaces, and similar 
areas in a proper state of repair and free 
from hazardous conditions. MHP owners 
are required to keep the grounds graded 
and maintained to prevent soil erosion and 
accumulation of stagnant water. Drainage of 
paved areas, yards, courts and other open 
areas on the property cannot be discharged in 
a manner that creates a public nuisance.  

3. Tree maintenance 
This is the responsibility of the property owner 
under both state and local laws. Costs for tree 
maintenance cannot be charged to residents. 
Damage to a mobile home caused by fallen 
limbs is not covered under this law. Refer to 
park rules or park management for assistance in 
this issue. 

Residents are highly encouraged to have 
renter’s or homeowner’s insurance for their 
home for situations like these.

3. Tree maintenance 
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What can the Mobile Home Park ask you 
to do to your lot?
Lot Maintenance: Mobile home residents are 
responsible for keeping their lot in a clean, well-
maintained, and sanitary condition. Maintenance 
of interior plumbing infrastructure from the 
connection point with park-owned pipes on the 
concrete pad into and inside of the home is the 
responsibility of the homeowner. 

Required Improvements: The only 
improvements that a resident can be required 
by the MHP to make to mobile homesor lots 
are for maintenance, repair, and upkeep for the 
mobile home’s exterior to ensure it complies 
with current MHP rules and regulations. Interior 
upgrades cannot be required by management.

What if I want to make an improvement 
to my home or property? 
Mobile home park residents are allowed to 
make alterations or additions to their homes 
themselves, or they may hire a contractor to 
perform the work. The types of structures that 
can be added are:

•	 Carports
•	 Garages
•	 Decks

•	 Porches
•	 Patio covers
•	 Storage buildings

To build something on your property, you must 
first receive

1.	 Written permission by the park management 
AND
2.	 A city building permit, if required

Requirements for new structures
Once you have permission and begin 
construction, there are a couple more 
requirements for your new addition. First, 
it must not depend on the mobile home for 
structural support, meaning it must be able 
to stand on its own and support its own 
weight. Additionally, all structures must meet 
construction requirements specified in City 
codes. To find construction requirements, 
as well as information on whether your new 
addition needs a building permit, go to  
fcgov.com/building.

Skirting

My neighbors and I are responsible 
for keeping our lots maintained and 
clean and maintaining the plumbing 
inside our home.

The park management can require us 
to maintain our homes so they comply 
with the park’s rules, but they 
can’t require us to make any interior 
improvements like installing curtains. 

My neighbors and I are responsible for 
keeping our lots maintained and clean and 
maintaining the plumbing inside our home.
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The owners of our park must obey the laws just like 
the rest of us. That means landlords can only make park 
rules that apply to safety or protect the property 
from being abused. And rules can only be changed if park 
manager’s follow a specific process and timeline.
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What the MHP can and cannot require?
MHP’s operate under rules and regulations 
defined by the state of Colorado and the City of 
Fort Collins. 

Property managers must post the onsite 
manager’s name, emergency contact 
information, and office hours in English and 
Spanish at the onsite office or other common 
space in the neighborhood.

Park rules cannot be arbitrary, unreasonable, 
retaliatory, or discriminatory and can only be 
enforced if they:

•	 Promote safety or welfare
•	 Protect and preserve the premises from abuse
•	 Fairly distribute services/facilities

Can management change the park rules?  
How frequently?	  
MHP are allowed to change the rules that 
govern the park under certain guidelines 
depending upon whether a resident owns 
their mobile home or rents from the owner of 
the park. State law requires written notice of 
changes to park rules but does not specify how 
that written notice is distributed.

Both homeowners and renters must be 
provided with the community/park rules when 
they sign their lease, and the rules must be 
provided in English and Spanish.  

For homeowners, park rules may be changed 
during your lease period if the Mobile Home 
Park owner provides a 60-day written notice to 
homeowners of the changes or if they obtain 
consent from the homeowner to make the 
changes before the 60-day wait period.  

For renters, the park rules can be changed 
and are not held to the 60-day notice rule for 
homeowners.

How should residents be provided notice 
of changes to park rules, issues, or 
announcements? 
State law requires written notice of changes to 
park rules. It does not specify how that written 
notice is distributed, though. 
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What does the law require Mobile Home 
Parks to do?
MHPs operate under rules and regulations 
set by the City of Fort Collins and the state 
of Colorado that protect residents from 
unreasonable park rules, and unreasonable or 
discriminatory rule enforcement.

•	 Condition: The park premises remain 
safe, clean and accessible to people with 
disabilities.

•	 Rent: Rent can only be increased once every 
12 months. Tenants on a month-to-month 
lease or without a written lease, must be 
given at least 60 days’ written notice of any 
rent increase.

•	 Late fees: Fees for late rent are limited to $50 
or 5% of monthly rent, whichever is greater. 
Homeowners have 10 days and renters have 
seven days to make a late rent payment 
before the landlord can charge a late fee.

•	 Water and sewer: If water service will be 
disrupted for more than 2 hours for planned 
maintenance, residents must be given at 
least 48 hours’ notice. Reasonable notice 
must be given for water service disruptions 
for emergencies. 

If water service disruptions lasts 12 hours 
or more, landlords must provide residents 
an alternative source of drinking water and 
portable toilets.

Notify about water leaks in the park within 
24 hours. The management shall not bill 
residents for park water line leaks.

•	 Entering your lot: Management must 
provide at least 48 hours’ notice before 
entering your lot and include the date and 
approximate time of entry, except in cases 
of emergency or when management is 
posting legally required notices.

•	 Public Participation: Twice a year, residents 
can request their landlord to schedule a 
public meeting within 30 days they must 
advertise to residents and attend.

Resident rights and responsibilities 
Residents are responsible for paying their rent 
on time, keeping their lot clean and maintained, 
and following the rules of the park set by 
management as well as local and state laws. 
Residents are responsible for the conduct of 
anyone who lives in their home as well as their 
guests. If you want to have someone stay for 
an extended period of time as a guest, or if you 
want to rent out your home to another renter, 
ensure that you are following any rules laid out 
by park management. 

If you own your mobile home and plan on 
selling it, make sure you meet any notification 
requirements for park management as well as 
tell any potential buyer they must apply and be 
approved for tenancy by the landlord before 
they can live in the park.

What do I do if I think state laws have been 
violated or if a park rule is unlawful? 

Colorado Poverty Law Project and Colorado 
Legal Services offer free legal assistance and 
advice. Visit copovertylawproject.org for 
advice, legal representation, or 30-minute legal 
consultation.

What do I do if I think City code has been 
violated? 

For nuisance violations such as trash, weeds, or 
inoperable vehicles, call the Nuisance Hotline at 
(970) 416-2200 during business hours (9 a.m. 
to 4 p.m. Monday through Friday).  

You can also submit a request through Access 
Fort Collins (follow the link to find “Nuisance 
Reporting” in the topic list). There, you will see 
answers to frequently asked questions about 
many common nuisance topics. To report a 
nuisance complaint through the system, select 
the appropriate topic under Nuisance Reporting 
and then submit your request. 

Access Fort Collins can also be used to report 
other issues or concerns occurring in MHPs. 
Simply Choose the “Neighborhoods” topic, then 
click Mobile Home Parks.

When something happens like a 
water disruption in our park or 
our landlord needs to access our 
lot, we get notified beforehand. 

If our landlord is going to raise our 
rent, we get notified 60 days before 
it goes into effect. If your landlord 
doesn’t follow a regulation, you can 
file a complaint with the state.

If your MHP is up for sale, you may be able to 
convert it to a  resident-owned community.

Failure to repay past due rent in a timely manner may

Eviction process and rights
If you receive a Summons and Complaint from court 
about an eviction requiring you to file an answer or 
appear in court, you must respond or appear. If you fail 
to answer or appear at the court hearing, you will lose 
the eviction case by default.

It’s important to seek legal assistance if facing a court 
hearing. There are several options for legal support 
and advocacy if you face an eviction. See Appendix 
page 36 for a list of resources available to tenants. 

If a judge rules in favor of a landlord and approves 
an eviction, you have 30 to 60 days to sell or move 
your home depending on whether you prepay rent 
after the first 30 days. 

Community closure or sale  
and Resident-Owned Communities 
There is a potential that the Mobile Home Park you 
move into will be sold by the current owner. While 
owners are allowed to sell a MHP, there are specific 
laws they must follow and rights given to tenants in 
this situation. 

•	 MHP owners are required to provide notice of 
their intent to sell to all tenant homeowners and 
the city or county where the park is located. 

•	 Within 14 days of the park being listed to sell, the 
MHP owner must provide notice to each tenant 
homeowner, any homeowners association, the 
municipality or county where the park is located, 
and the Colorado Division of Housing. 

•	 Within 14 days of a MHP owner intending to 
accept a final, unconditional offer for the sale 
of the property or transfer of the park to new 
management, they must give notice to each 
tenant homeowner, any homeowners association, 
the municipality or county where the park is 
located, and the Colorado Division of Housing. 

After each notice above, a MHP owner must give 
tenant homeowners 120 days to make an offer to 
purchase the park. 

Resident owned communities (ROC) are a growing  
trend that gives manufactured housing residents 
greater control over the rules, operations, maintenance, 
and monthly lot rent within their neighborhood. 

See Appendix page 27 for more information on 
how to form a ROC.

If a landlord starts the 
eviction process (Notice to 
Cure or Quit) by law, you have 
90 days to fix any issues to 
solve the problem. 

Landlords have the right to 
terminate your lease due to 
rules violations or failure 
to pay rent.

Organizing your neighborhood
The City’s Neighborhood Services can help 
provide support for residents who wish to 
organize. There are many benefits to organizing, 
including:

•	 Creating an effective, unified voice for 
making change in your community

•	 Potential of better communication and 
relationship with park management/owners

•	 Collective problem solving for neighborhood 
issues

•	 Building a social network, getting to know 
neighbors, and building community

•	 Residents are better prepared to become 
a Resident Owned Community if the MHP 
goes up for sale 

Residents of MHP have the right to organize 
without fear of retaliation from the owners/
managers of the park. That means residents 
may organize and participate in community 
meetings, neighborhood and homeowner 
associations and meetings, tenants’ groups, 
neighborhood planning, and organizing.

The City of Fort Collins has resources to 
support these activities. If you are interested 
in organizing your neighborhood or want to 
learn more about the process, you can reach 
out to Neighborhood Services by emailing 
NSPrograms@fcgov.com.
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Rules and Regulations
ACCOMMODATION FOR DISABILITY AND SERVICE ANIMALS

Federal housing laws require mobile home park 
owners to allow “reasonable accommodation” 
that may be necessary for a person with 
disabilities.  

A “reasonable accommodation” is a change, 
exception, or adjustment to a rule, policy, 
practice, or service that may be necessary 
for a person with disabilities to have an equal 
opportunity to use and enjoy a dwelling, 
including public and common use spaces. 

In a mobile home park, homeowners with a 
disability who need a structural change to the 
outside of their home or lot that is not allowed 
under general community rules may be required 
to request reasonable accommodation from 
property owners/managers.  

Housing management are not required to 
approve the requested accommodation but are 
legally obligated to engage in the process to find 
accommodations that will work for the person.

People with a disability may request to keep 
an assistance/service animal as a reasonable 
accommodation to mobile home park 
restrictions. An assistance/service animal is 
an animal that works, provides assistance, or 
performs tasks for the benefit of a person with 
a disability, or that provides emotional support 
that alleviates one or more identified effects of a 
person’s disability. An assistance/service animal 
is not a pet. 

Please contact an attorney for specific questions 
about your disability, documentation a property 
owner/manager is allowed to request regarding 
a disability or reasonable accommodation, 
or decisions by property owners/managers 
regarding reasonable accommodation.

PARKING AND STREETS

The size and type of vehicles allowed on private 
streets within the mobile home park, and  
on-street parking may be limited by the park 
management. The City of Fort Collins does not 
prohibit on-street parking or enforce private 
rules regarding on-street parking. 

Speed limits on private streets within the mobile 
home park are set and enforced by the park 
management, not by the City of Fort Collins or 
Fort Collins Police Services.

Parked vehicles may not block any driveways 
including the homeowners or mailboxes. Contact 
property management or Police Services 
non-emergency number (970-221-6540) for 
enforcement.

APPENDIX
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WHO CAN LIVE HERE?

A Mobile Home Park may have certain rules 
limiting who can live in a unit, including 
restrictions age-restricted communities like 55+ 
mobile home parks. 

But federal law prevents restrictions based on 
family status, race or ethnicity, national origin, 
gender, religion, or disability. 

Colorado law also prevents immigration status 
being considered in occupancy rules and from 
landlords asking for the immigration status of 
any prospective or current resident. 

Mobile home parks can require registration  
of every person living in the mobile home  
including children.

APPROVAL OF RESIDENTS

Mobile Home Park Owners/Managers may 
require a background check, credit check, or 
other tenant screening for residents of the 
mobile home. If the cost of a background check 
or who is responsible for paying is not clear, 
you can discuss it in advance with the property 
manager.

Property managers may restrict residents that 
have felony convictions or are registered sex 
offenders.

ANNUAL MAINTENANCE TIPS

•	 Check your home every year to ensure it is 
level. Mobile homes can settle over time. If 
a mobile home is not properly leveled it can 
cause several issues: including doors and 
windows not shutting properly, cracking of 
walls, and leaking.  

•	 Skirting should be secure to keep animals 
out but have adequate venting so humidity 
won’t damage the home with mold. Ensuring 
skirting is adequate will also protect water 
pipes in colder months from freezing and 
bursting. 

•	 Fix any leak in a flat mobile home roof as 
quickly as possible. Roofs also need to be 
resealed or recoated regularly. 

•	 Watch for any areas of the frame that look 
scratched or damaged, as this can lead to rust 
and corrosion. Touch up these scratches with 
a quality zinc chromate or asphaltic-based 
paint. 

•	 Check caulking around vents, windows and 
doors for cracks and peeling. Recaulk these 
areas as necessary. 

•	 If your manufactured home has vinyl siding it 
can be cleaned with water and detergent. In 
the case of mildew, a 1:3 solution of chlorine 
bleach and water can be used. Be careful as 
mixing bleach with other chemicals can be 
dangerous. 

•	 Regularly check gutter system to prevent 
foundation and roof damage. Clogged gutters 
can result in water damage and leaking. 

•	 If interior walls have vinyl coverings they can 
be washed with a mild detergent such as 
Dawn. For more stubborn stains you can use a 
heavy-duty cleaner.

•	 If the home’s heating system has a filter be 
sure to change or clean it annually. Vents can 
also be cleaned with a vacuum cleaner. 

CHOOSING A MOBILE HOME PARK - CITY VS GMA 

Where your Mobile Home Park is located 
matters for your rights Some parks have a Fort 
Collins address but are not actually located 
within city limits. 

The Growth Management Area (GMA) is an area 
just outside the city boundary that will likely be 
incorporated into city limits one day. Parks within 
the boundaries of the City of Fort Collins follow 
laws and codes of the city, while parks in the 
GMA do not. 

While some city programs and benefits are 
available for residents of GMA parks, many are 
not. Parks that are outside both the city limits 
and the GMA follow county laws, and residents 
do not receive city programs/benefits.

RESIDENT OWNED COMMUNITIES (ROC)

While a growing trend, resident ownership can 
be difficult to achieve for a variety of reasons: 

1.	 An existing MHP owner must be a willing 
seller and a large percentage of residents 
must agree to participate to form the 
cooperative and submit a competing offer. 

2.	 In Colorado, MHP residents and ROC partners 
often have a limited time window to organize 
and find the necessary financing. 

3.	 MHP’s are increasingly viewed as investment 
properties and residents and ROC 
partners must often compete against large 
corporations and private equity firms to 
purchase a community. 

4.	 Certain park characteristics may be needed 
to form a ROC, such as a minimum number 
of units, high resident ownership rates, and 
acceptable infrastructure conditions. 

Although ROC’s typically stabilize rent long-
term, at the time of conversion there may be a 
large one-time increase in rental prices

THE PROCESS OF BECOMING A ROC  

1.	 Either before or during a MHP sale, residents 
typically receive information and organizing 
assistance about resident ownership so 
they can understand the opportunities and 
challenges. Thistle, a certified technical 
assistance provider within the ROC USA, has 
worked with local MHP residents. 

2.	 If residents decide to pursue resident 
ownership, a cooperative must be formed, 
and an interim Board of Directors selected. 
The resident cooperative is the entity that 
purchases the property. Typically, 70-80% 
of residents need to agree to participate. 
Residents have a buy-in amount to help 
form the cooperative. The maximum buy-in 
amount is typically limited to a maximum of 
$1,000 per household. 

3.	 Due diligence is completed on all aspects of 
the property. Financial scenarios are reviewed 
while the cooperative and its partners secure 
financing and submit their purchase offer to 
the park owner. 

4.	 If successful, the cooperative becomes 
the landowner and helps manage future 
operations, rules, and lot rent.  

5.	 The overall process for resident ownership 
generally takes 90-150 days. While it can 
extend longer, recent Colorado legislation 
only requires a minimum of a 90-day sale 
notice and opportunity to purchase. 
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PURCHASING A MANUFACTURED HOME 

Purchasing a manufactured home represents 
a major financial decision. There are several 
important considerations to keep in mind both 
during the purchase process and throughout the 
life of your home. 

•	  Manufactured homes are considered personal 
property rather than real property since they 
are not permanently attached to land. As a 
result, most financing options come in the 
form of personal loans which tend to have 
higher interest rates and shorter loan terms. 

•	  Unlike stick-built homes, manufactured 
housing units tend to depreciate in value over 
time. A decision to purchase should not be 
based on an expectation that the value of your 
unit will increase over time. 

•	 While it’s possible to move a manufactured 
home, it’s often difficult and costly to do so. 
Depending on the age, condition and location 
where a unit is being relocated, a move will 
cost a minimum of several thousand dollars. 
Purchasing a unit that has been moved may 
also disqualify you from certain financing or 
purchase assistance programs. 

FINANCE PROCESS 

Just like site-built homes, most buyers for a 
manufactured unit likely to require a loan to help 
finance the purchase. While the formal process 
often begins by contacting a mortgage broker 
or lending institution to review your financial 
background and loan eligibility, it’s helpful to 
research what types of education and assistance 
programs may be available even before you 
begin the process. You can find a collection 
of local and state organizations providing 
these resources from Fort Collins’ homebuyer 
assistance webpage at:

Once you begin working with a lender, they 
will request information on the unit and your 
financial background to determine what types 
of loans are available. Typically, the financing 
available is through personal loans since most 
homes in a manufactured housing community 
are not placed on a permanent foundation. That 
means a loan’s interest rate for a manufactured 
home will be higher than what you see 
advertised for site-built homes. Insurance is also 
likely required for the full term of the loan since 
most manufactured housing units lose value over 
time.  

The timeline for the underwriting and closing 
process for a manufactured home loan typically 
takes between 30 to 60 days to complete. 
During this stage, it’s important to complete 
an appraisal and inspection of the unit you are 
purchasing. Ensure you’re hiring an inspector 
familiar with manufactured home construction. 

At closing the seller will provide and sign over 
the title for the manufactured housing unit. 
Manufactured homes that are not placed on a 
permanent foundation must be registered with 
the Department of Motor Vehicles. You can find 
more information on transferring and registering 
the title of the unit at:

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WATER UTILITIES RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

If your neighborhood receives water from Fort 
Collins Utilities, Utilities delivers water to you 
through the water main. As seen in this illustration, 
water and wastewater move to and from a mobile 
home park through service lines, which Utilities 
is responsible for up to the control valve. 

From that point on, mobile home park property 
owners assume responsibility for the service 
lines throughout the park. Contact mobile home 
park management or the operator if you have 
questions about water quality.
